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Exifer  
Your digital camera contains 

a clock.  Even if don’t time-
stamp the face of pictures, you 
can check the date and time of 
any image in viewer and editor 
programs like IrfanView and 
Paint Shop Pro.  In the Image 
menu, look at Information, 
and click EXIF 
Information.  

EXIF stands for 
EXchangeable 
Image File.  It is a 
standard format 
that stores inter-
change informa-
tion in files using 
JPEG (Joint Pho-
tographic Experts 
Group) compres-
sion.  Along with 
the picture itself, 
the file contains 
textual informa-
tion (“non-pixel” 
data) such as the 
camera model, 
resolution, shutter speed, focal 
length, and, of course, the date 
and time. 

Sometimes it is useful to edit 
EXIF information.  For exam-
ple, if you travel across time 
zones and forget to change the 
time in your camera, you 
might want to edit the time in 
the files, to document when 
certain events occurred.  If 
your image editor does not 
support EXIF editing, consider 
Exifer. 

With the free Exifer utility, 
you can edit EXIF and IPTC 
information.  (IPTC 
(International Press Telecom-
munications Council) meta-
data can contain additional 
information such as the cap-
tion and copyright.)  You can 
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download Exifer from SnapFiles (www.snapfiles.com/get/
Exifer.html).  If you use Exifer fr equently, the author requests that 
you send him a postcard. 

Let’s say you have a folder of several pictures with various dates 
and times, and you need to change the time for all of them by sub-
tracting three hours.  Before editing EXIF information, copy the 
files to a separate work folder.  Keep your originals unchanged - at 
least until you check out your changes. 

Now, in the Exifer window, 
near the top left corner, 
click the “Open Folder” 
button (showing an open 
folder).  (If you hover the 
mouse over this icon, you 
will see Change Directory 
in the tooltip.)  In the tree-
view, select the folder con-
taining the files you want to 
change. 

Right click a file and click 
Select All.  In the EXIF/
IPTC menu, click Edit.  
Click the EXIF Data tab 
and then the Date tab.  In 
the ‘Date/Time offset’ area, 
change the plus (+) to a 
minus (-) and change the 

hours (left of the colon) to 3.  Check ‘Apply to Date Modified and 
Date Digitized’.  Click OK.  When asked if you want a backup, an-
swer No (since you are working with a copy). 

Close Exifer and check the time of a few pictures using your regu-
lar image program (like IrfanView).  

Now we need a program that can subtract days and hours from our 
lives.

Exifer in thumbnail mode 
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GALLEROO 3.4 
 
Galleroo is a program that will make web image galleries. It’s Do-

nationware (this means you don’t have to pay for it, but if you like 
it, you’re encouraged to make a donation to the author). Galleroo 
can be downloaded here: 

www.xyster.net/galleroo/ 

The setup file that’s downloaded is about 2 MB, so if you’re on a 
dial-up account, it will take a few minutes.  

The setup itself is very straightforward; the installation gives the 
normal default locations for the files (in the ..\program files\ 
folder); this is where I let them go. There’s no need to reboot, and 
you’re asked if you want to read the Readme file, and if you want to 
start Galleroo. Reading the Readme file is a good idea, because this 

is also the Help file. Galleroo 
is pretty easy to use, and the 
Readme file does a good job of 
describing the steps needed to 
make a gallery. There are links 
to pages on the web that illus-
trate different options, such as 
the gallery styles that are in-
cluded. 

Galleroo is easy to use. You 
tell it where the image files are 
that you want in the gallery, 
and you tell it where to put the 
finished gallery, type the 
name of the gallery, and press 
Go! For the basic galleries, 
that’s it. You now have an 
HTML gallery of your photos, 
ready to distribute or put on 
the web. The galleries include 
thumbnails, which the user 
clicks on to view the image in 
a larger size. 

There are advanced features, 
like sorting options, image 
and thumbnail sizes, back-
ground colors, and the like. 

For the advanced tinkerer, 
there are also options that 
include customizing with Cas-
cading Style Sheets (CSS), and 
image file quality, and others. 

A Galeroo gallery I made just 
to test it out can be found 
here:

I found Galleroo to be very 
easy to set up and use, and the 
output is certainly useable and 
easily figured out by a viewer. 
For the price, Galleroo cer-
tainly  is worth looking at.

User Accounts > Change an Account. If you’re an administrator, 
click the account name you want to password protect, then select 
Create a Password and follow the prompts. 

Q.  I bought a new computer and now every email opens 
automatically instead of having to double-click it.  I’m us-
ing Outlook Express. How can I fix this so it requires dou-
ble-clicking to open each message? 

A. In Outlook Express, if you have the Preview Pane enabled, when 
you select (single-click) a message in the upper pane, the body of 
that email will display in the lower pane.  Because certain viruses 
can launch from the Preview Pane, it’s not a good idea to utilize this 
feature. To disable the Preview Pane, click View > Layout.  In the 
“Window Layout Properties” dialog box, at the bottom you’ll see 
“Preview Pane.”  Click to remove the check mark from “Show Pre-
view Pane,” followed by Apply > OK.  Once the Preview Pane is dis-
abled, you will need to double click to open each email. 

Eudora users can disable their Preview Pane by clicking Tools > 
Options > Viewing Mail. Remove the check mark that appears next 
to “Show message preview pane.”

Q.  I just installed a new 
game on my computer, 
but whenever I try to run 
it, I get an error message 
that says, “This applica-
tion must be run in 256 
color mode.”  What does 
that mean and what do I 
do about it? 

A.  All you have to do is drop 
your color depth down to 256 
colors. Oh, sure, easy for me to 
say, right?  Usually games will 
automatically make the adjust-
ment for you, but it’s easy 
enough to make the change 
yourself. Simply right-click 
any empty space on your Win-
dows Desktop, then select 
Properties > Settings tab. 
From the drop-down list un-
der Colors, select 256 colors, 
then click OK to exit. When 
you’re finished playing the 
game, you can easily go back 
and reset the color depth to 
your original setting, if you 
wish. 

Q.  Is there any way I can 
put a password on my 
screensaver to prevent 
others from using my 
computer? I’m running 
Windows XP. 

A.  To password protect your 
screensaver, right click any-
where on your Desktop and 
select Properties > Screen 
Saver tab. Be sure you have a 
screensaver activated.  Insert a 
check mark next to “On re-
sume, password protect,” and 
click OK.  If you have multiple 
user accounts it will say, “On 
resume, display Welcome 
Screen.”
